TO THE READERS

Dear readers,
colleagues and friends!

For the second year we have been living,
working, communicating, creating... in the conditions
of a pandemic. Our lives have changed,
complicated..., but on the other hand, we had the
opportunity to rethink, to rearrange priorities, to fill in
gaps, to supplement information...

Reflecting on these issues, we came to the
conclusion that the editorial team of the magazine
should pay more attention to companies that, after
the restructuring of the industry (as a result of the
transition in 1990), filled a very important niche — to
provide raw materials for the printing industry. During
the period of planned economy, the Bulgarian paper
industry produced the necessary papers and boards
for printing. However, the privatization of enterprises
in the pulp and paper sector exerted a negative
impact on other sectors, and especially on the
production of writing and printing papers. We must
frankly admit that in the condition of a free market,
the domestic producers of these papers and boards
could hardly resist the competition of the world's
major specialized companies. A small country like
ours, although with a well-developed and structured
pulp and paper industry, could not be competitive
with the ‘'mastodons’ in terms of neither financial or

quality indicators of the papers and boards for
the printing industry. This is the main reason
why the sector works only with imported raw
materials. The new situation was a prerequisite for
the establishment of not a few trade companies to
supply the Bulgarian market with the needed
quantities of paper, board and consumables of the
required quality. They have thus expanded the
perimeter of the paper industry in our country. Today,
many of them are active members of the Branch
Chamber of the Pulp and Paper Industry. We can
thankfully recognise the good cooperation between
the trade companies and the Pulp and Paper
Institute and the Pulp and Paper Magazine alike.

These partners of ours, along with the printing
houses, are among the sectors affected by the
pandemic in Bulgaria. With this issue of the
magazine we would like to confirm once again the
collegial attitude and the involvement of the pulp and
paper industry (which also suffered from the
pandemic) with their problems.

I would like to end with the hope and desire the
business of all of us to regain its strength. And to wish
all colleagues in the trade companies of the printing
and pulp and paper industry health!

TRADE IN PAPER, BOARD AND MATERIALS
FOR THE PRINTING INDUSTRY

Paper industry has once been among the leading
sectors in the economy. Unfortunately, after the
democratic changes in the country, 90 percent of it no
longer exists. The reduced domestic production and the
closing of most of the production facilities led to the
opening and development of many private trade
companies which import various types of paper and
board, as well as materials for the printing industry. In
other words, the needs for paper and board for printing
are fully covered by import. Trading companies operate
in a difficult competitive environment and a small
market. Especially in a pandemic.

The analysis of last year's data shows a decline in
the quantities and values of the most used papers for
printing commercial and publishing products, while the
production of packaging marks expected positive trend!
(Table 1)

When reviewing the imports (by country), evident is
a steady inflow of large quantities from Germany,
Austria, Italy and Turkey, and newsprint from Russia. In
terms of export, higher quantities to the Balkan
countries and the Middle East. (Table 2)

In this group of materials for the printing industry

seen is a drop in both quantities and values in 2020 — by
9 thousand tons and BGN 9 million compared to 2019.

The import of colour inks is again 5 times higher vs black
inks. Imports are mainly from Germany (nearly 50
percent of the total ink quantities), followed by Austria,
Greece and Turkey. Major part of Bulgaria's exports has
been predominantly for the Balkan countries. (Table 3)

This sector of the printing industry reports a stable
trend of growth, although minimal, compared to 2019.
One of the explanations is that these are machines and
equipment that have been signed for in previous
periods. Most importantly, the machine equipment of
the branch is modern, high-tech and producing
competitive output. The geography of imports of
machinery and equipment is preserved as compared to
previous periods: the greatest share is of European
Union Member Countries — over BGN 120 million, while
imports from China, for example, amount to only BGN
12 million. Traditionally, Bulgaria's exports of printing
machinery and equipment were predominantly directed
forthe Balkan countries and the Far East.

The crisis in the world caused by the COVID
pandemic did not spare the paper and printing industry.
In the current state of emergency predictions are hard
to make. The 2020 data still show a decline of the ratios
for all materials, consumables and equipment related to
printed products.

We can only survive in this unprecedented crisis if
we are together, united and well-informed!

How plastic substitution can work on a European level

A sensible first step in this direction is an impulse from
the legislative side. As of January 2021, all member
states of the European Union are to pay a fee of 800 € to
the European Union for every ton of plastic packaging
waste that is not recycled. This initiative is intended to
encourage reduced plastic consumption and at the
same time brings the prospect of promoting innovative
alternatives made from renewable materials.
Furthermore, the ban on single-use plastic products
implemented by the Single-Use Plastic Directive
(SUPD) will enter into force inthe European Union on
3July 2021. It targets primarily plastic waste that is most
often disposed of improperly, harms the environment
and pollutes the oceans. The products covered by the
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Directive are everyday objects that many people no
longer want to live without. However, most people are not
aware of this: There are already more sustainable
alternatives on the market for many disposable plastic
products, which offer the best practicability and safety.
The SUPD will have a significant impact on the choice of
packaging material, and the importance of cartonboard
as a sustainable packaging material will continue to grow.
In fact, a shift from non-sustainable packaging to fibre-
based alternatives can already be observed — good for
the environment and good for the cartonboard industry.
Cartonboard enables sustainable product packaging
without having to sacrifice on functionality or on
appealing appearance.

CH: Ms Stoycheva, in connection with the growing
interest of consumers in the chemical safety of
packaging materials and packaging in contact with
food, your testing centre is becoming increasingly
important. Would you briefly present it to our readers?
Maya Stoycheva: For 22 years now, Testing Centre
ALMI TEST has been an accredited laboratory for
testing of packaging materials and packaging/food
contact items, as a continuation of our work in NIERA
Packaging Institute, which has been closed. On May
29, 2020 we received yet another accreditation
certificate from Executive Agency “Bulgarian
Accreditation Service” with No 2 LIK.

CH: Which control bodies in the country do you
cooperate with?

M. S.: We work with the state control bodies. We are
an officially approved external laboratory at the
Bulgarian Food Safety Agency, Consumer Protection
Commission, and the Directorate General for Market
Surveillance at the State Agency for Metrology and
Technical Supervision.

CH: What is the main subject of activity of the Centre?
M. S.: The main part of our work is related to the
testing of the chemical safety of packaging materials
and packaging in contact with food, i.e. determination
of specific and general migration according to
European and national regulation documents. We
work on accredited methods for specific and general

In early 2020 Pro Carton released the results of their
study into how much carbon is emitted during the
production of cardboard packaging. While cardboard
packaging is undoubtedly one of the most sustainable
materials in the world, when it comes to hard, scientific
data on its actual carbon footprint, there's very little
information. Recycling rates, renewable energy use,
replanting programmes, water use... — figures are
available for most of the individual parts of the
production and recycling process, but there's never
been an actual number for the amount of carbon
emissions generated during the manufacture of
cartonboard packaging — until now.

industry in Europe, a total of 326kg of CO, is emitted.
That figure takes into account every single aspect of the
manufacturing process, including all emissions from
fossil fuels, as well as those from renewable sources
such as plants and trees, plus removals and emissions
from direct land-use change.

“The new methodology presented in this report is
comprehensive because it fully recognises the carbon
impacts of carton packaging from forest to converted
cartons,” says Tony Hitchin, General Manager of Pro
Carton. “Cartons are one of the most eco-friendly forms
of packaging and we are delighted that the new carbon
footprint figure further endorses that.”

Figures to be proud of

Since this new study is broader than any previous one,
with different methodology, this new figure cannot be
directly compared to previous research. But a
comparison was undertaken using the old methodology,
which showed that on a like-for-like basis the industry
had improved its carbon footprint by around 9% since
the lastreportin 2015.

This boost for the environmental credentials of
European cardboard packaging sits alongside a
host of other stats that back up the eco-friendliness
of this versatile material. Those stats include a
recycling rate of 85% (Eurostat), 56% of the primary
energy used being biomass-based, 82% of raw
materials sourced from responsibly managed forests,
and 95% of the water used cleaned and reused
(Confederation of European Paper Industries). It's
an impressive list that just keeps getting longer.
